 Recall multiplication and division facts for the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times 
tables up to x12. 

 

 Recognise that division is the inverse of multiplication and use to 
check multiplication calculations.  

 

 Recognise and find fractions of shapes, a set of objects and 
amounts (1/2 , 1/4, 2/4, 3/4, 1/3).  

 

 Combine amounts to make a particular value. 

 

 Read o’clock, half past, quarter past and quarter to.  

 

 Read the clock in five minute intervals (past the hour).  

 

 Solve reasoning problems linked to addition, subtraction, multipli-
cation and division using familiar methods.
