We support children to regulate and manage their own
behaviour and feelings each day. This includes helping children
to develop their concentration, behave in positive ‘pro-social’
ways, thinking before acting, curbing their impulse behaviours
and applying their own strategies to control their emotions. This
term, we will focus on:
